CONSTITUTION OF ‘THE LEAGUE’
1. Name 
The name of the league is The League.

2. Administration
Subject to the matters set out below, The League and its property shall be administered and managed in accordance with this Constitution by the members of the committee, referred to at paragraph 9 of this Constitution (the “Committee”).  Unless otherwise stated, references to ‘the Committee’ shall include references to ‘a member of the Committee’ and vice versa.
3. The League’s object and purposes
The League is intended to be a social sports league made up of its members (the “Member(s)”) who want to take part in indoor games including (but not limited to) dodgeball, handball, unihoc and volleyball (the “Games”).  The League will take place at an established sports hall venue once a week* ending on 14 May 2010 or otherwise in accordance with paragraph 12 below.  Members will be encouraged to meet before and/or after the Games for drinks either at the sports hall or elsewhere.  Other social events for Members to take place outside of The League will be actively encouraged.  
The Committee will put in place public liability insurance for cover of £5,000,000 in the name and for the duration of The League, in accordance with the requirements of the sports hall hire agreement.  Members will be entitled to see a copy of the policy on request.
*except for those weeks for which the Committee has already been informed by the sports hall that they are double booked.  In these cases, The League will be postponed to the following week or re-arranged for a different day.  Members will be notified in advance of these dates where possible.
4. Members
An individual will become a Member of The League by signing and returning a copy of this Constitution to the Committee and by paying a membership fee in accordance with paragraph 5 below.  
5. Membership Fee
The membership fee for each Member will be the total cost of the sports hall hire, public liability insurance and sports equipment (the “Costs”) divided by the number of Members of the League (the “Membership Fee”).

It is anticipated that the Membership Fee will be around £45 but Members will be informed of the exact amount of the Membership Fee once the final number of Members has been confirmed.  Payment details will also be provided.
It is not intended that the League will make any profit from the Members.  In the event that there are surplus funds once the Costs have been covered, these funds will be used for the benefit of The League and the Members e.g. towards a social activities or sports equipment.

Any Members who act in a dangerous or inappropriate way may, on a Members’ Vote, have their membership of The League terminated.
6. Cancellation of Membership
Members will be entitled to end their membership at any point throughout the duration of The League by notifying the Committee by email but will not be entitled to a reimbursement of the Membership Fee once it has been paid.

7. Liability of Members
By signing this Constitution, Members acknowledge that, due to the nature of the Games, there is a risk of sporting injuries being incurred and Members agree to participate in The League at their own risk.  
Members also acknowledge that the public liability insurance does not cover Members for any Member to Member injury in which instance, any claim will be against the Member causing the injury personally.  
Each of the Members will be jointly liable for all obligations, liabilities and costs associated with The League and for any claims brought against The League.
Members who end their membership before the end of The League will remain jointly and severally liable in respect of any claims brought against The League regarding any incident which happened at a time when they were a Member.

8. Voting of Members
Any reference to a Members’ Vote in this Constitution is to a proposal put forward by one or more Members or by the Committee by email to all other Members to be decided on by the majority vote of those particular Members who respond to that email within 7 days of it being sent (or such other reasonable time (in consideration of the matter being voted on) as specified in that email).   
9. The Committee
The Committee will consist of Members who agree to serve on the Committee.  
The Committee will be responsible for the administrative duties that are required to be undertaken in order to establish and run an organisation such as The League (e.g. obtaining insurance, setting up the website, emailing Members, etc) but do not hold themselves out to be the organisers of the league or to be in anyway responsible or liable for the Members above and beyond the joint liability which they themselves hold as Members of The League in accordance with paragraph 7 above.
The Committee, with the agreement of at least two members of the Committee, will be entitled to enter into contracts on behalf of The League and will do so acting as agent of the Members only and without any personal liability whatsoever.

Any Member will be welcome to request to join the Committee or to assist with the tasks carried out by the Committee on an ad hoc basis at any time.

Any decisions to be made by the Committee which will affect the Members in a material way will first be emailed by the Committee to the Members and will be decided on by a Members’ Vote.
It is not intended that any formal Committee meetings will be held but that the Committee and the Members will continue to correspond by email and at the weekly meetings of The League.

10. Property
It is not intended that The League will hold property of any significant amount or value.  In the event that any property is acquired by The League with the Membership Fee (e.g. sports equipment) or by any other means, that property will be held on trust by The League for the Members.  On the dissolution of The League, the property will be retained by the Committee on the agreement of the Members, by a Members’ Vote, for future leagues or as otherwise proposed by the Committee and agreed on by the Members, by a Members’ Vote.
11. Changes to this Constitution
Any Member is entitled to request an amendment to this Constitution.  Such amendments will be decided on by a Members’ Vote.
12. Dissolution of The League
Subject to a Members’ Vote to the contrary, the League will come to an end at the earlier of:
12.1 A request by the majority of the Members for The League to end (please note that Membership Fees may not be reimbursed in these circumstances);

12.2 The 14 May 2011, being the end of the 14 week period (including the three separate weeks during which the sports hall will not be available) beginning Wednesday 12 January 2011.
